Jezeli mozesz, przed wykonaniem
zdjecia sprawdz, o ktérej godzinie (ewentualnie w jakiej porze roku) bedzie ono
najkorzystriejsze dia tematu. (z przykazan estetycznych Jana Sunderlanda)

Trudno jest pisa¢ o wspdiczesnym fotograficznym spojrzeniu na géry nie wspominajac
pionieréw polskiej, gérskiej fotografii krajobrazowe;.

Nalezy cofnac¢ sie do poczatkdw. W 170-letniej historii fotografii, w 20 lat po oficjalne;
dacie jej narodzin, pierwsze zdjecia Zakopanego i Tatr (od 1859) — w tym ich panorama —
byty dziefem Walerego Rzewuskiego. Polska fotografia gorska kojarzy sie jednak z pézniej-
szymi pracami Awita Szuberta, Stanistawa Bizanskiego, Walerego Eljasza-Radzikowskiego, Mie-
czystawa Kartowicza, Stanistawa Krygowskiego, a w okresie miedzywojennym Henryka Scha-
benbecka, Tadeusza i Stefana Zwolinskich, zas po Il wojnie Jana Sunderlanda, Wtodzimierza
Puchalskiego, Edwarda Hartwiga i innych.

Zdjecia Tatr wykonywali réwniez fotografowie niemieccy, wegierscy czy czescy. Miaty one
w pierwszej fazie charakter dokumentalny. Liczne publikacje i wydawnictwa albumowe powodo-
waly dalszy rozwdj fotografii tatrzanskiej. Nalezy wspomnie¢ o pierwszych kolorowych pracach,
autochromach Tadeusza Rzacy reprodukowanych w specjalistycznych wydawnictwach. Znacza-
cg zatem role w rozwoju gérskiej fotografii artystycznej miaty i majg wydawnictwa albumowe.

Gory inspirowaly poetéw, malarzy, muzykdw. Podobnie rzecz sie miafa i ma wsrdd foto-
grafdow. Tajemniczos¢ gor, groza, nieprzewidywane zmiany atmosferyczne, mistycyzm i po-
etyka powodowaly, ze wielu, ktérzy zetkneli sie z tym rodzajem medium, by wykona¢ to
najwazniejsze ujecie, czekato nieraz godzinami. To wiasnie ,one” dzieki btyskawicznie zmie-

niajacemu sie odwietleniu, porze roku nadajg im niepowtarzalny charakter.



Innym znaczacym aspektem wplywajacym na artystyczny wizerunek pojawiajacych sie zdjec
maja réznego rodzaju konkursy. Tak jest réwniez w przypadku miedzynarodowego konkursu

ceniem i czystoscig. Fotografujacy poza pieknem krajobrazu dostrzegajg postaci ludzi i wszel-
kie wytwory cztowieka. Czyzby znak czasu, ze coraz wiecej oséb pragnie nawigzaé kontakt
z ,atmosferg” gor, a moze tak trudno jest znalez¢ jaka$ chwile, kiedy tych postaci nie ma?

Dzisiejsza technika i technologia powoduje, iz zdjecia pod wzgledem jakosci sa bez zarzu-
tu, ale pozbawione jakby duszy. Dzi§ w dobie fotografii cyfrowej, dzigki programom do ob-
robki udaje sie uzyskad zaskakujace, nie wystepujace w krajobrazie efekty. | napotykamy na
ciagly dylemat: gdzie jest granica samodzielnej pracy fotografa a dodatkowo zwazywszy na
fakt kolejnego etapu tj. ,pracy w laboratorium z maszyna wrecz wszystko robiaca” zagadnienie
nabiera innego znaczenia i wywotuje refleksje. Czy te etapy, monitor z oprogramowaniem,
laboratorium mogg zastapi¢ powiekszalnik i ciemnie? Zapewne nie zastapig magii i atmosfery
miejsca.

“Light is the soul of scenery and architecture”. If it is possible, before taking a photo,
check which time (and optionally season) it will be best for the object.

(the quotation from aesthetic commandments by Jan Sunderland)

Writing about modern mountain photography would be hardly possible without mention-
ing the pioneers of Polish mountain scenery photography.

It seems necessary to go back to the beginnings. Photography is about 170 years old
and it was 20 years after its official date of birth when Walery Rzewuski took first pictures of
The Tatra Mountains, including their panorama (from 1859). However, Polish mountain pho-
tography is more often associated with the works of Awit Szubert, Stanistaw Bizanski, Walery
Eljasz-Radzikowski, Mieczystaw Karfowicz, Stanistaw Krygowski, and in the period between
the wars, the works of Henryk Schabenbeck, Tadeusz and Stefan Zwolinski, and after the
[ WW the works of Jan Sunderland, Wiodzimierz Puchalski, Edward Hartwig, and others.

The photos of Tatra Mountains were also taken by German, Hungarian and Czech pho-
tographers. They were treated as documents in the first place, however numerous publica-
tions and albums facilitated further development of Tatra photography. We should also men-
tion the first colourful works and autochroms, by Tadeusz Rzaca, reproduced in professional
albums. Thanks to that, albums have played and still play a significant role in the development
of mountain photography.

The mountains inspired poets, painters musicians, and similarly — photographers. It was
the mysteriousness of the mountains, their threat, unpredictable weather changes, mysticism
and poetry that made many artists wait for hours till they were able to take the most important

shot. These factors, thanks to fast — changing light, make mountains unique.



Other significant aspect influencing the artistic image of photos are various contests includ-
ing the international contest entitled “Krajobraz Gérski” (The Mountain Scenery) organized by
the Miejski Osrodek Kultury (City Center of Culture) in Nowy Targ.

Mountain photos from all over the world, taken in different seasons and times of the day,
with different types of cameras, by authors from over 20 countries in 28 editions of the con-
test, compose great harvest of good photography. The return of black & white pictures is
a positive phenomenon, which does not mean that colorful pictures stopped to amaze people
with their eye — friendly sets of colors, saturation and clearness. The photographer notices
human figures and all artifacts, not only the beauty of the landscape. Is it the sign of time, that
so many people try to come into contact with the mountain ambiance, while it becomes in-
creasingly more and more difficult not to meet plenty of those humane figures.

Modern techniques and technology make photos ideal when it comes to their quality, how-
ever they might be deprived of their soul. Nowadays, in the time of digital photography, it is
possible to obtain amazing effects, which do not exist in real landscape. We may also encounter
a forever-lasting dilemma: where is the thin line between photographer’s self — reliant work and
the next step, which is the “work in a lab with the machine that makes just everything”. This
also gets another message and makes us reflect on this phenomenon. Can these stages, namely
the monitor, software, and the lab, substitute the enlarger and darkroom? Surely they will not
replace the magical atmosphere of the area. Let’s, however, leave the evaluation for the time.

Many photographers put aside analogue cameras and use with delight the digital ones which
are the result of galloping technical development. The result of these novelties is that every
year we are amazed by the photos sent to the contest.
